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Lesson 3: Scanning and Image Adjustments (1)
3.1 What is Scanning?

As mentioned in our first lesson, Adobe Photoshop was originally shipped with BarneyScan scanners. Image Scanning is the process of converting ‘analog’ images (photographs, newspapers and magazine images) into ‘digital’ images i.e. pixels via scanner hardware and software.
3.2 Scanning with Photoshop 

Adobe Photoshop has the capability of importing scanned images via the scanner and its software directly. This is possible through File>Import>’Scanner Name’ 

There are hundreds of different scanner models and software, but they all share the same basic features. So let’s start Photoshop to import an image through the scanner:
1. Place the image that you intend to scan face down in the scanner. Before continuing please check that the scanner is connected into the computer with software installed and that it is plugged in an electric socket.
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In Photoshop, open the file menu and choose import then choose the name of the scanner (File>Import>HP Scanjet 3800 TWAIN)









3. A small popup window will appear on the screen, this is the scanner software which will create a preview of the scanned image. 
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Resize the selection of the intended area of scanning then choose Accept Scan (or Scan) to import the image into Photoshop.


5. Save the image as scan1.psd. Now the image is ready for further editing in Photoshop.


** Now try scanning a photograph, a newspaper and a magazine and save the images as photograph.psd, newspaper.psd and magazine.psd and try to see the differences between the three.

3.3 Problems When Scanning

Most users face problems when scanning images into the computer, we will now see some of these problems and how we can solve them when scanning in the future.
1. The image I have scanned is crooked.
This can be fixed in Photoshop by using the crop tool, simply draw a box around the image and by using the transform control boxes, rotate the box to fit the intended image and once pressing Enter, the image will appear straight.


2. The image I have scanned looks dusty.
Scanners need maintenance once in a while and leaving it to collect dust can ruin the images scanned. By using a dry cloth and scanner glass solution will keep the quality of your scans good.


3. Little rose patterns appear on the image whenever I scan a picture from a magazine.
These patterns are called rosette. Rosette is the pattern that colours the image when printing, as we all know that the colours in the printed images we see are based on the four colours Cyan, Yellow, Magenta and Black (CMYK) and to create a certain colour and tone these four colours are mixed together into a cluster to make that colour visible.
This problem can be fixed by using the scanner software by clicking on the button ‘Descreen’. Descreen basically blurs out the rosette making the image much clearer.
