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Lesson 4: Scanning and Image Adjustments (2)
4.1 Image Editing in Photoshop

Adobe Photoshop is a powerful image editing software with a large variety of tools that can improve the quality of pictures and images dramatically. Most of these tools can be found in the Image>Image Adjustments menu on the menu bar.

4.2 Step-by-step Guide: Adjusting the Paris Image
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1. Open 03Start.psd and 03End.psd in Photoshop through File>Open.

2. Notice the difference between the two images and write them down on a piece of paper before continuing.


3. We need to improve four things in the image. First, we need to crop the image to get rid of the white space (most likely from a scanner) around the image. Second, we need to brighten up the colours, and then change the colour of the yellow flower into red and finally we need to ‘polish up’ the statue in the background.

4. Throughout this step-by-step guide, we will be using the Image>Image Adjustments menu. So open the Image Adjustment menu and click Shadows/Highlights. This tool allows the user to decrease or increase the amounts of shadows and highlights in the image.
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You will see that the background has become much lighter. Click OK to continue.


6. We will now improve the colour of the image in two steps. We will first use the Image>Image Adjustments> Levels tool. This tool contains a histogram which is the graph with black, white and grey sliders on the bottom. Move the white slider to the highest point on the right hand side. Click OK 


7. Now go to Image>Image Adjustments> Auto Color. You will see that the blueish colour disappears.
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
